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Sable Island is the emergent apex of the Sable Island Bank, which occu
on the continental shelf, close to its slope. The Bank is a great
accumulation of sandy moraine, dissected by a subglacial rivehannel
that empties to the abyss at a submarine canyon called The Gully.

(including nonbreeding juveniles
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The numbers of harbour seals are
rapidly declining; about 600 pups
born in 1989 but now only ~10
